o LibKey checks Unpaywall after exhausting library holdings and Gold OA but

LibGuides/FAQ Rebuild and Best Practices Committee – Introduction and Discussion (Kermit-Canfield) 


Mari provided information about the new LibGuides - FAQ Rebuild & Best Practices Committee. The 


Committee will develop processes and best practice guidance for FLITE LibGuides and the FAQ while 


maintaining a focus on accessibility. Mari noted that LibGuide content can be streamlined as there are 


numerous unpublished guides, duplicative assets, broken links, etc. It is anticipated that plans and 


procedures for LibGuides will be developed in April with work on LibGuides to occur during the summer. 


FAQ work is expected begin late summer or early fall and continue throughout the fall semester. Mari 


indicated that librarian feedback will be solicited as processes are developed and work is completed. She 


linked an article in the Zoom chat highlighting LibGuides maintenance practices at CUNY Borough of 


Manhattan Community College. Current Committee members are Mari, Dave and Chelsea and initial work 


of the team is expected to start with FLITE created content and later extend to the KCAD Library content. 


 


Browzine and LibKey (Rubel) 


LibKey was recently renewed for an additional year. Dejah provided updated information about the 


LibKey product suite including usage data, new features and how various products are functioning. New 


features of Browzine include ‘My Bookshelf’, which allows an individual to save journals and ‘My Articles’, 


which allows for saving articles of interest. A LibKey Nomad browser plug-in is available, allowing 


additional options for accessing article content through PubMed and Wikipedia. LibKey Link has been 


upgraded to LibKey Link 2.0, which further accelerates article level linking. [Written information was 


uploaded in the Zoom chat with more details about the LibKey product suite and LibKey usage, which will 


be filed with the minutes].

Akademos 
Thank you to all who participated in recent meetings about Akademos. FLITE’s role in this new, 
university-managed platform presents great potential in promoting low, and no-cost scholarly 
content. Because the site allows for the search and positioning of various types of content, the 
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goal is to help instructional faculty organize materials in a way convenient for students to make 
informed selection and purchase decisions. If, and when, content is available through FLITE, 
Akademos will allow faculty to include this option. 
 
FLITE Enhancements 
FLITE continues to undergo work to refresh study rooms, upgrade audio-visual capabilities, 
improve computing, and enhance overall building controls. These enhancements include the 
following: 


 
 Update six rooms (108, 110, 112, 114, 133 and 135) with enhanced AV enabling hyflex 


instruction – an investment of $52,742. 
 Refresh 26 student study rooms – an investment of $31,787. This work will take place 


between March and May 2021. 
 Upgrade room 438 with enhanced AV enabling hyflex instruction and replace 35 


computers – an investment of $39,531. These changes will occur during Summer 2021. 
 


FLITE Building Controls Project 
Johnson Controls along with their subcontractors will begin work this week on FLITE’s building 
controls. Contractors will utilize the loading dock area for access to the building, and will be 
storing their tools, materials, equipment, etc. in the penthouse for the duration of the project.
